2.1 KL-0145-120 A - Support device

Universally fitting for wheel hubs with a hole circle diameter of 5x130mm, 5x120mm, 5x112mm, 5x100mm and many
others.

A loose or sagging wheel suspension can damage the brake hose, the vehicle level sensor, cable connections, and the drive
shaft.

The support device, in combination with a gearbox lifting jack, enables the wheel suspension to be properly supported and
fixed; for example, when removing and installing the suspension strut or replacing the axle suspension arms. The support is
provided by the wheel hub and thus ensures a reliable hold in the respective position.
